1% The threat to remove
non-band member em-
ployees. We go over this
every meeting that we
have. If a non-band mem-
ber is employed it simply
means we do not have a
band member with the
education or experience
that is needed for the posi-
tion. When a non-band
member employee is
threatened or can not fulfill
his/her job because of
band members’ actions,
he/she can take legal ac-
tion against the Band for
they are protected by La-
bour Canada and WCB. If
an employee quits be-
cause of threats or other
actions taken by band
members, it makes it very
difficult to replace that em-
ployee. If an employee
decides to take legal

action towards the Band,
this may cost the Band a lot
of money which we do not
have.

2" An Elder was upset
because of the Donations
for YFN that was publicized
on CBC radio. The request
for donations did not come
from the Finance Staff,
YFN Band Members asked
for this!

3. We have had a few
employees approached by
a band member requesting/
demanding them to write &
sign a letter on YFN letter-
head stating he/she is em-
ployed by YFN. The em-
ployees refused to lie for
the band member, and ex-
plained the circumstances
involved. Therefore the
band member has started a
crusade against everyone
working for Yekooche — this
Band member has a habit
of doing this and hurts our
community. It is important
that all band members
know it is our legal respon-
sibility as Chief and Council

to protect and support the

staff we employ from
such nonsense.

We have been trying to
recruit people with the
required skills and educa-
tion to work and live in
the community. As eve-
ryone knows, this is get-
ting harder and harder to
do. Why? The word is
getting out and those with
expertise to assist Ye-
kooche are not interested
in going to the community
to be verbally abused by
members and not be sup-
ported actively and pub-
licly by the leadership.

If we all look at Yekooche
as a business, then eve-
ryone will see that we do
not have the time or
money for favoritism, jeal-
ousy, or racism, with this
in mind we will succeed.

Home Emergency Survival Kit

Be prepared for any emergency where you have to stay home without electricity, or have to evacuate quickly.
Gather together all of these supplies and keep them in a safe place for EMERGENCY USE ONLY.

Backpacks are a good place to keep these suppliesb  ecause they are easily carried in an emergency.
Flashlight and batteries
Candles and matches
Packaged dried food and bottled water, enough for 3 days
Clothing and footwear — for each person
Blankets or sleeping bags for each person
Toilet paper and other personal supplies
Whistle — for attracting attention if you are lost
Playing cards or small games to pass the time
If you are told to evacuate, add these things to th e kit before leaving:

All medications
